CONVENTIONS MOVES TO SOUTH AFRICA IN 2008 

 

 After One-Year Hiatus, Bishop T. D. Jakes’ MegaFest 
 Returns—This Time in Johannesburg 

 
DALLAS, April 2, 2008—Bishop T. D. Jakes and The Potter’s House of Dallas recently announced the 
return of MegaFest, the two-day, family-oriented fellowship event that has become one of the most widely 
attended religious events in America.  
 
Previously held in Atlanta since its launch in 2004, MegaFest International will be held  
October 11-12 at the Expo Centre (Nasrec) Johannesburg, South Africa’s largest exhibition, conference 
and event site.  This year’s event will continue to include many of the original MegaFest elements that 
made the convention the record-setting, family-friendly gathering it has become.  In addition to the 
concerts, seminars and inspirational speakers, guests at MegaFest International can take advantage of 
African excursions, health and wellness events, and opportunities to learn about the rich heritage 
of South Africa.

Since its 2004 inception, MegaFest has been recognized as one of the largest religious gatherings in the 
United States and has reached more than 700,000 people from around the world.  Created by Bishop 
Jakes as a festival for fellowship, spiritual rejuvenation and personal growth, MegaFest combines Bishop 
Jakes’ most successful conferences for men and women pairing them with youth events, live concerts and 
activities for the entire family.
