Region: Swaziland is one of the smallest countries on the African continent. It is home to 1.1 million
and is ruled as an absolute monarchy. Swaziland is divided into four regional administrative
districts: Hhohho, Manzini, Lubombo and Shiselweni.

Swati and English are the official languages.

remaining 9 percent divided among other beliefs. Zionism, a blend of Christianity and
indigenous ancestral worship, is the predominant religion in rural areas.

Swazis drive on the left-hand side of the road. The use of seatbelts is mandatory.

All visitors require a valid passport for entry; a visa is not required unless the stay exceeds 60 days.
